Report Card Requirements
The District Report Card and School Report Card templates are designed to meet District and School Report Card federal and state requirements (4 AAC 06.895). The District Report Card template contains data for the district and is designed to be used in conjunction with individual school report cards. Individual school report cards must contain most of the same information at the school level as the district template contains at the district level. A Single Site District & School Report Card template is also available.
In the spring of 2016, the Alaska Measures of Progress (AMP), a computer-based test, experienced repeated technical disruptions and testing was suspended. Effective April 1, 2016, the Alaska Measures of Progress (AMP) tests in English language arts and mathematics for students in grades 3-10; alternate assessments in those subjects and grades for students with significant cognitive disabilities; and science tests in grades 4, 8, 10 were canceled for the 2015-2016 year. Due to this unforeseen circumstance, student test results are not able to be reported in the 2015-2016 District and School Report Cards.
For 2015-2016, schools will not receive an Accountability Indicators Report, but instead have access to reports that include attendance and graduation rates for all students and by subgroup. Due to the passage of the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), which replaced the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act, the accountability system remains paused until the state implements a new accountability system.
While districts are not required to use these templates, they must ensure that all district and school report cards contain the required elements. Additional information may be included as desired. However, districts are encouraged to use these report card templates as a starting point when creating their own formats.
The district and school report cards must be disseminated to each parent in the district no later than 30 days after the department has made all necessary data available to districts and may be posted on the district website. For report cards that are posted on the district website, the district and school must send home a copy with students, mail a copy to parents, or provide information to parents through a letter or school newsletter on how to access the report card on the Internet. Options for a paper copy should be provided for parents without Internet access.

Page 1: 
Links to Report Cards: Enter specific information about the district website and on-site locations where parents can find the District Report Card and School Report Cards.
Information on Teacher Qualifications: Information for the teacher qualifications is the same information that is reported to EED in the Certified Staff Accounting reports due to EED on October 15 and May 1 of each year. Report the number of all teachers in the district by the highest degree earned. Districts should report the most current data available for the percent (%) of classes taught by highly qualified (HQ) teachers for the reported school year that was submitted to the department by May 1. The percent of low-poverty and high-poverty schools is determined statewide by ranking all schools from highest to lowest poverty. The low-poverty schools are in the bottom quartile and the high-poverty schools are in the top quartile of schools statewide.
