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What is a certified food protection
manager?

A certified food protection manager (CFPM) is respon-
sible for monitoring and managing all food establishment
operations to ensure that the facility is operating in com-
pliance with food establishment regulations.

A CFPM is knowledgeable
about food safety practices
and uses this knowledge
to provide consumers

with safe food, protect
public health and prevent
foodborne illnesses. Alaska
regulations require food
establishments to have at
least one CFPM on staff.
