Q & A’s from April 2, 2014 Completive Foods
Q. What are the calorie limits on coffee beverages or espresso drinks?
A. As stated in the power point lower-calorie beverages currently in the interim rule must meet the up to 60 calories per 12 fluid ounce; or up to 40 calories per 8 fluid ounces this would include any milk, creamer, and sweetener added. For an example: If you use skim milk, fat-free creamer, and a sugar substitute you may be able to offer a 12 ounce coffee drink at 60 calories or less, but you would need to run these ingredient through the competitive foods calculator to be sure it meets requirements.
Q. What about sales of girl scout cookies, candies, and other foods that may not meet the nutrient standards?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A. Those items are typically not sold to students at school but rather parents or teacher after school hours, and then distributed from the school but are not actually being sold to students. If girl scouts set-up a booth at a school w/cookies to sell, that would fall under these regulations. So long as students are not selling to other students during school hours these items may still be allowed.
Q. What about marketing or advertising on soda machines, cars, or scholarship posters?
A. At this time this is not part of the competitive foods regulations or interim rules, this falls under the Proposed Rules for Local Wellness Policy Implementation under the Health, hunger-Free Kids Act 2010, which is still in the public comments stage until April 28, 2014.
