Quotes required, documentation required (quotes or marketbasket survey)
Purchases over $150,000:  Formal Procurement

Procurement for Food Service Management Contracts: Regardless of the
contract amount
State agency pre-approval required for RFP

State agency approval required prior to award

State does not need to review vended meal agreements

Remember:
*
Equipment purchases using the non-profit food service account that are greater than $5000 require prior state approval  Equipment is defined as tangible nonexpendable property having a useful life of more than 1-year and costing $5000 or more per unit
*
Geographic preference may be applied
*
Steps should be taken to allow access by minority, women, small business enterprises, or areas with a labor surplus
*
Must have a written procurement plan/procedures
*
Must have a conflict of interest policy on file
*
Must have process to determine allowability of costs
